Nursery Learning
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Ladybird class are learning about living and growing this half term. This week, we have been reading the
story of ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar’ by Eric Carle. It's a childhood classic, which generation after genera-
tion have loved. Through the story, the children have been learning about healthy eating and the life-cycle of a
butterfly.

Evie ‘He eat too much fruit and got a tummy ache, then he was a butterfly.’
