“A piece of advice for the upcoming Year 6s: Go info SATs with a positive mindset and remember that you
can only do your best.”

“Even though you think SATs is hard, it isn’t! Don’t stress and hold your head up.” Lilly.

“My advice for next year’s Year 6 classes is to stay calm and not overcomplicate all the equations in your
head. Also, make sure you read the question twice and carefully. If you’re struggling, don’t hesitate to ask a
teacher for help.” Lara

“My advice would be not to overthink it as most of the questions you can do. Always make sure you've read
the question properly and underlined all the key vocabulary. Also, make sure you go to breakfast so you can
have a healthy start to the day and a good time with your friends.” Frankie

“My advice is not to be scared of the SATs because they're actually easier than you think, and they’re just like
the regular assessments we do anyway. When you’re doing them, don't overthink the questions because you
will be able to do most of them!” Raff

“My advice to Year 5s would be not to worry about the tests because they're not as hard as you think,

and the assessment weeks prepare you for the tests. Another thing that you should do to help you is
learn your times tables.” Charlotte
