Investigating Friction (SCIENCE FRICTION!)

Our last few experiments have been studying FRIC-

TION!

During these tests of different surfaces and friction lev-

els we have learnt all of the varieties of friction, this in-

cludes rolling friction, sliding friction, static friction and

fluid friction.

Rolling , sliding and static friction occur between two

solids, for example trainers on a sports pitch being slid- g

ing friction and car tyres on a tarmac road would be roll-

ing friction.

In our experiments we used a Newton meter to pull a

trainer along different surfaces around the school, test-

ing the amount of force needed to move the trainer and

the amount of friction and grip between the two surfac-

es. As we investigated, our results showed that the surface in

the school which has the highest friction is the astroturf as it is

used for Physical Education and quick sprinting where you
would NOT want to be slipping over. On the other hand, the sur- !« '.
face with the lowest friction was the metal benches by the office, Qﬁ
this is because it is a smooth surface allowing the trainer to

move quickly along its exterior.

FUN FACT

Did you know that one newton on a Newton meter is approxi-
mately 100g and that this tool used for measuring the force to
pull and push an object is named after Sir Isaac Newton.
